General Functions:

Under the supervision of the Asst. Camp Director, the Director of Leadership programs is responsible for helping to plan and implement the LDP, LIT, and Junior Counselor  programs; while maintaining American Camping Association standards.

Minimum Qualifications:

*Current CPR and First Aid certifications

*Previous experience in a YMCA environment

*Previous experience working with Teens and Camp Staff

*Ability to supervise staff and members and institute appropriate behavior modification techniques

*Ability to plan, originate, organize, and carry out daily and special programs

*Desire and ability to work with children indoors and outdoors

*Ability to plan and lead teach an activity

*Ability to relate to one’s peer group

*Ability to accept guidance and supervision

*Good Character, integrity, and adaptability

*Enthusiasm, sense of humor, patience, and self-control

*High School graduate or equivalent and at least 18 years of age

Specific Responsibilities

1. Assist the Camp Director to define and plan the Leadership Programs to reflect the Greendale YMCA goals.

2. Assist in the ordering of supplies and equipment needed for program

3. Develop routines, schedules, and procedures with Leader Program Directors and Junior Counselors. 

4. Attend and participate in staff trainings and meetings

5. Administrate Junior Counselor POW WOWs weekly and give a written report to the Camp Director.

6. Develop and Coordinate all Leadership evaluation programs with LDPs, LITs, and Junior Counselors. 

7. Work with Leadership Directors to plan and implement the annual Leader Pot Luck Dinner and Awards night.

8. Create and implement a weekly/daily Junior Counselor Recognition Program

9. Help to maintain the Camp in an orderly fashion and free of trash and garbage

10. Act as supervisor to Overnight Directors & Participate in a scheduled rotation of duties as needed  

11. Assist in teaching archery, arts and crafts, nature, ropes course and other activities as assigned

12. Administer First Aid/CPR as necessary

13. Monitor and establish crisis management program

14. Help provide an atmosphere for developing good morale and well-being among the club family

15. Provide leadership opportunities for the 13-16 yr olds such that each individual experiences success at the Camp Harrington

16. Maintain good public relations with leaders/JCs and camper’s parents.  

17. Assist in storing all materials and supplies at the end of the season

18. Support the Mission of the Greater Worcester YMCA

19. Evaluate current season and make suggestions for following season 

20. These are not the only duties to be performed.  Some duties may be reassigned and other duties may be assigned as required
