All          
requests are kept confidential.  Applicants are      
processed in the order that they are received.      
Applications received after June 1st can take up to 
one week to process.  Families can contact the 
Camp Director for a financial assistance               
application.   
 
 

Maintaining the highest quality camp        

experience is very important at the YMCA. We limit 
enrollment to ensure that each camper is given the   
attention that they need to have fun and be safe.  In 
order to reserve your childõs spot, please register 
early so you are not placed on a waiting list..  A one
-time, non-refundable, non-transferable camp fee 
of  $20 per child or $30 per family and a deposit are 
required to register for camp.     

 
Pack the right gear for your child every day of  

camp including a lunch/snacks, swim suit (one-
piece full coverage), towel, sunscreen, and rain gear. 
Since campers participate in outdoor activities      
regardless of  weather, please make sure that they 
are dressed appropriately.. Sneakers are                
recommended. Sandals and flip flops are not safe 
for most camp activities.  Campers are not-
permitted to wear halter/crop tops, short shorts, or 
clothing with inappropriate logos while in camp.
