PROGRAMMING

Campers will swim, play games, do
crafts, and will be outside for much of
the day

Campers should bring a lunch, sneakers,
swimsuit, and towel daily

STAFFING

Harrington employs about 100 seasonal
summer staff, at least 70 of whom are
18 years or older

Harrington has a 90% return rate for
staff from the previous summer
Harrington staff are trained in sports,
games, child development, emergency
procedures, behavior management, child
abuse prevention, first aid, and cpr
Harrington staff go through a complete
criminal background check (including
juvenile records), a sexual offense
check, a social security check, 3
reference checks, and over 25 hours of
pre-camp training

Harrington Junior Counselors (15 -16yr olds)

are graduates of our Leadership Program
and get additional training in water safety
and specialty areas at camp

SAFETY

Harrington maintains strict ratios for
cmpers to staff to ensure safety and
maximize FUN. (1:6 ratio for all campers)
Harrington requires photo identification at
pick up daily to ensure campers are going
home with authorized pickups

Campers are swim tested to determine
their ability to swim in dark water and
their swim area placement

All Campers wear lifejackets when
canoeing

Harrington trains all staff in Emergency
Procedures and has a Health Care
Supervisor on Site and Dr. Richard Bream
is the camp doctor and on call at all times
(local EMS services are also within 2
minutes of camp)

REGISTRATION

Harrington begins registration on February
1st and returning camper paperwork is mail
merged and available to be sent by 2/15.
Harrington offers FREE busing service to and
from camp from numerous areas in

Harrington offers weekly, daily, full day, and

PAYMENT AND REGISTRATION

Please review the registration forms and complete all
pages which include immunization and medical
information. Ensure that all sections are filled out:

AM/PM transportation, Extended Care if needed, Paymen

Selection, etc.

State Law requires that we have current health
information on file for each child at camp Please return
the health form with shot records when submitting your regis-
tration paperwork. If your child is not immunized for religious
reasons or if he/she was immunized in another country other
than the United please send a letter along with your registra-
tion.

FEES AND DEPOSITS
There is a $20/child or $30/Family camp fee and a separate

PRICE MATCH!!!

Is there another camp in our service area (Worcester, West
Boyilston, Boylston, Shrewsbury, Wachusett School District,
the Boroughs, Auburn, Millbury, Grafton, etc.) that offers a
éimilar program (outdoor setting, swim lessons, a diverse
program offering, etc.).

PAYMENT OPTIONS

Option #1 A monthly payment plan(credit card required to
be on file in case a payment is missed if you are not paying
via credit card)

EXAMPLEFor Families registering in February they
will pay 20% of their total bill each month from February

$10 deposit per session needed if you do not choose to pay in through June

full or a montly payment option. Each should be submitted
along with your childds regi
each desired session. Payment due in full one week prior to
each session or according to the payment option you select.
Those who are not paid in full may not be permitted to attend
the camp program. Payment plans are available (though a

credit card must be kept on file in case payments are missed).

REGISTRATION NOTES
1) Registrations are taken on a first come first serve
basis.
2) Registration is capped to a maximum of 225
campers
3) There is a registration deadline of 5/15/12 for all
past families.

4) During the Summer (pending availability)
registration closes on Wednesday at nooffor the
following week.

5) Camp rates increase on June 15th annually.

REFUND/CREDITS

We require written notice on cancellation no later than
Wednesday at 12:00pm prior to each session in order to
receive a refund (less the deposit and camp fee)Cancellations
after this time will result in a $50 cancellation fee. Failure to
supply written cancellation to the camp office prior to the start
of a session will result in charges up to full payment for the
session. There will be no cancellations/refunds once a camp
session begins.
